Notes. Li (1988) described a new pomatiopsid fossil species, Paraprososthenia lijiangensis Y.-

T. Li, 1988, from the Sheshan Formation (Lower or Middle Pleistocene) in the Lijiang Basin, western 
Yunnan, China. However, this name is preoccupied by Paraprososthenia lijiangensis Y.-Y. Liu, Y.-X. 
Wang & W.-Z. Zhang, 1980, an extant species likewise recorded from Lijiang, Yunnan. Therefore, the 
junior objective homonym must be replaced.
